VOCABULARY

CLAIM — a statement that something is true

EVIDENCE — facts or information that support an idea
REASONING — the thinking process used to explain why something is true
SUPPORT — to provide proof or backing for an idea

FACT — something known to be true

OPINION — a personal belief that may differ from others
EXPLAIN — to make something clear and easy to understand
VALID — having good reasons or solid foundation

LOGICAL — making sense and following clear reasoning
CREDIBLE — worthy of belief or trust

JUSTIFY — to give reasons why something is right
CONCLUDE — to reach a final decision or judgment
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
